 Great Wall of China

Qin Shi Huang ( Chin She Hwan ) was the first emperor of China. The Qin Dynasty came after the Zhou ( Zow ) Dynasty. The most famous person from the Zhou Dynasty, was the philosopher Confucius. He brought Confucianism, or better manners, into Chinese life. The Qin established a strong central government. The philosophy created strict, but good, laws. Clear authority and efficient administration. Though Emperor Qin Shi Huang ruled for only a short time, he made a great impact on China's history. Qin unified the kingdom and standardized the writing system, currency, weights and measures. He mandated a large canal, road and irrigation projects that improved transportation and farming. He started the construction of the great wall in an effort to keep out invaders. With later dynasties added to the building, the wall eventually reached 13,000 miles ( 20,900 km ).





The Qin dynasty ended after a civil war that followed the emperor's death in 210 B.C. His tomb is one of the most famous in the world, with it's army of thousands of life sized terracotta figures. The first emperor spurred great progress, but it cost Chinese people in the form of high taxes, slavery and strict laws. This harsh ruler established a kingdom that would last more than 2,000 years. In fact, the name "China" comes from the word "Qin ( Chin )" Emperor Qin even had an annual festival named after him, eventually! This is called  the Qin Ming (清明) Festival. The Qin Ming Festival is an important day to show respect to one's ancestors. Qin Ming Festival, also called Tomb Sweeping Day or Pure Brightness in English, usually falls on April 4 or 5.
